Manipulating Digital Images

Try to take good quality photos:

· Ensure good lighting (do not photo indoors with the subject in front of the window)

· Add extra lighting, with a lamp, or take photos outside in good light.

· Consider the background as well as the subject. If taking a face shot or an object shot use a white background.

· Hold the camera steady, with the subject as still as possible.

Manipulating the image in MGI Photosuite:

Load the image by double clicking select on the photo icon, and the program will open if it is the default image editor.
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To Crop (or Trim) the image to cut out irrelevant material around the subject, first select that part of the image you want to keep. Click select on the ‘select by rectangle’ tool. Then click and drag a rectangle around the subject to frame the picture the way you want.

Click on Image and then Trim from the drop down menu.

In some editors you click on Edit and then Crop.

Two buttons are especially useful for changing the look of the image:

Change brightness of image
   and

Enhance Colors
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These allow you to Adjust Brightness and Photo enhance.

After selecting a level click on the Preview button to see the effect, and if it is acceptable click OK, otherwise Cancel.

If you are going to use pupil photos in Writing With Symbols 2000 so they will act as symbols, then it is best to photo against a white background, and then Enhance Colours to whiten the background giving a better image.
